A meeting was held at IOMFA headquarters to discuss the format for women’s football for the forthcoming season. The meeting was chaired by IOMFA vice-president Tony Mepham – also in attendance were Kerry Penswick (IOMFA women’s football development officer), Jack Walton (IOMFA football development officer); Dawn Georgeson (Community Coach) and representatives from each of the clubs.
After a healthy discussion, the following was proposed subject for approval by the FA Council:

Flood-lit Cup: The format of the two groups will be the same as last year. Matches will be played on the astro-turf pitches subject to availability on Sunday afternoons. In the eventuality of two teams being tied on equal points in the group stage, the result of when they came head-to-head during the qualification stage with the winner of the match having the higher group placing. If the two teams have drawn this match, then it will be determined by goal difference. 
League: The 1st phase will see teams play each other once, the top five teams will compete in division 1 with the remainder playing in division 2 in the 2nd phase. Once the league has been split into 2 divisions, only the results of the 1st phase including the clubs in their respective leagues will be carried forward to the 2nd phase.
This means that should two teams have met in the 1st phase finish qualifying in the same league, these results will be carried forward. Any results involving teams that finished in different divisions will not be brought forward to the 2nd phase.

Teams will then play each other twice (home and away).  In the eventuality of teams being tied on equal points, it will be the aggregate score of the two results when they came head-to-head during the 2nd phase that will determine the higher league placing. 
There will also be a cup competition exclusively for division 2 teams.

Subject to a rule change, there will be roll-on, roll-off subs on all matches with the exception of the FA Cup and Flood-lit Cup finals.

Letters will also be forwarded to managers to invite players to future Island training sessions.

The football season will kick-off on the Sunday 14 September 2008. The transfer dead-line between clubs for women footballers will finish at 11.30am the day before.
Mr Mepham thanked all attendees for their input and support.
